This summary highlights selected information contained elsewhere in this prospectus supplement and the accompanying prospectus. Risk Factors” in our subsequent Quarterly Reports on Form 10-Q, and in our other filings with the SEC and our financial statements and the related notes incorporated by reference into this prospectus supplement and the accompanying prospectus, before making an investment decision. 
Overview 
We are a biotechnology company that uses our robust, chemistry-driven approach and drug discovery capabilities to discover and develop small molecule drugs for virology and immunology indications. 
Virology: 
We discovered glecaprevir, the second of two antiviral protease inhibitors developed through our collaboration with AbbVie for the treatment of acute or chronic infection with hepatitis C virus, or HCV. Glecaprevir is co-formulated as part of AbbVie’s leading brand of direct-acting antiviral combination treatment for HCV, which has been marketed under the tradenames MAVYRET® (U.S.) and MAVIRET® (ex-U.S.) (glecaprevir/pibrentasvir) since 2017 for the treatment of chronic HCV. MAVYRET® was also approved as the first and only treatment for acute HCV infection in June 2025. 
Our active development programs in virology are focused on respiratory syncytial virus, or RSV, the most common cause of bronchiolitis and pneumonia in young children and a significant cause of respiratory illness in older adults. Populations at high risk for severe RSV infection include infants and young children, adults older than 65 years of age, and those with comorbidities such as chronic heart or lung disease. We have two clinical stage product candidates for RSV – zelicapavir and EDP-323. Both candidates inhibit viral replication and the production of new virions. Zelicapavir, which has Fast Track designation from the U.S. Food and Drug Administration, or the FDA, is an inhibitor of the RSV N-protein for both major subgroups of RSV. In September 2025, we announced positive topline results from a Phase 2b randomized, double-blind, placebo-controlled study evaluating zelicapavir in high-risk adults with RSV, and in December 2024, we announced positive topline results from the first-in-pediatrics Phase 2 study evaluating zelicapavir in hospitalized and non-hospitalized children aged 28 days to 36 months with RSV. In these Phase 2 clinical studies, zelicapavir has demonstrated a favorable safety profile, consistent with that observed in over 700 subjects exposed to zelicapavir to date, as well as antiviral activity and reductions in symptom duration. We recently announced plans to initiate a registrational Phase 2b/3 clinical trial in adults at high risk of severe outcomes from RSV infection and a Phase 2b clinical trial of zelicapavir in pediatric patients with RSV, as discussed below. EDP-323, which also has a Fast Track designation from the FDA, is an inhibitor of the RSV L-protein for both major subgroups of RSV that has completed a Phase 2 challenge study. We believe EDP-323 has the potential to be used alone, or in combination with other RSV mechanisms such as an N-protein inhibitor like zelicapavir, to broaden the treatment window or addressable patient populations. In parallel, we are exploring potential business development opportunities related to our RSV programs. 
We also have clinical-stage programs in virology for SARS-CoV-2, the virus that causes COVID-19, and Hepatitis B virus, or HBV, the most prevalent chronic hepatitis. 
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Immunology: 
In immunology, we are designing and developing highly potent and selective, oral small molecule inhibitors for the treatment of type 2 inflammatory disease by targeting key mechanisms of the immune response. An overactive immune response is a primary driver of a number of inflammatory diseases for which there is an enduring unmet need including atopic dermatitis, or AD, urticaria, asthma, prurigo nodularis, or PN, chronic rhinosinusitis with nasal polyps, or CRSwNP, as well as some forms of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, or COPD, eosinophilic esophagitis, or EoE, allergic rhinoconjunctivitis, or ARC, and other conditions. Based on industry reports, by 2032 the market is projected to be approximately $40 billion for urticaria and AD, approximately $40 billion for the combined market of asthma, COPD, CRSwNP, EoE, ARC and PN and could include an additional approximately $40 billion or greater taking into account potential expansion into gastrointestinal and neurology indications thought to be associated with mast cells. 
Our initial immunology targets involve the following mechanisms:

	KIT, a receptor tyrosine kinase, critical for regulating mast cell survival and activation, including release of potent inflammatory mediators such as histamine, which is a primary driver of inflammation and implicated in multiple allergic diseases;

These mechanisms are implicated, along with others, in several diseases, and it is not uncommon for an efficacious treatment for one disease to be tested and approved for other immunology indications. In addition, these mechanisms are orthogonal approaches that may provide additive or complementary benefit if used in combination. We currently plan to focus our initial immunology drug development proof-of-concept efforts on the following disease indications:

	Urticaria, including chronic spontaneous urticaria, or CSU, a severely debilitating, chronic inflammatory skin disease manifested by hives, angioedema, which is swelling of soft tissues, or both, but with no identified triggers, which has an estimated global prevalence of between 0.5% – 1% of the population, resulting in approximately 1.75-3.5 million people with this condition at any given time in the U.S. alone or chronic inducible urticaria (CIndU) of various forms with a variety of known triggers; and

	Atopic dermatitis, or AD, a chronic dermatological disease characterized by dry, red, inflamed, irritated and itchy skin with significant quality of life impacts such as leading a limited lifestyle, avoidance of social interactions and a reduced range of activities, with AD affecting 7.3% of the U.S. adult population, of whom approximately 40% have moderate to severe disease. 


We have a clinical-stage program to develop oral KIT inhibitors for the treatment of CSU and potentially other mast cell-associated indications by depleting mast cells, thereby addressing a primary driver of these diseases. We have selected EDP-978 as our clinical candidate. EDP-978 demonstrates potent nanomolar activity in both binding and cellular function assays, sub-nanomolar activity in vivo, and high selectivity for KIT versus other kinases. EDP-978 also demonstrates strong in vitro and in vivo absorption, distribution, metabolism and excretion, or ADME, properties, supporting once-daily dosing. In April 2026, we dosed our first participant in a randomized, double-blind, placebo-controlled, first-in-human Phase 1 clinical trial. The trial is expected to enroll approximately 98 healthy adult volunteers, ranging in age from 18 to 65 years old, to evaluate the safety, tolerability, pharmacokinetics, and pharmacodynamics, including serum tryptase, of EDP-978. The trial includes a single ascending dose (SAD) phase, with a two-part food-effect cohort, and a multiple ascending dose (MAD) phase with a 14-day treatment period. We expect to report topline data from this trial in the fourth quarter of 2026. 
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We have a preclinical stage program to develop oral inhibitors of the signal transducer and activator of transcription 6 transcription factor, known as STAT6, for the treatment of type 2 immune-driven diseases. STAT6 is responsible for IL-4/IL-13 signaling, the pathway targeted by dupilumab, an IL-4 and IL-13 monoclonal antibody marketed as DUPIXENT®. We are initially focusing on AD for a proof-of-concept clinical study, and subsequently other indications where dupilumab is approved or has shown clinical activity. EPS-3903 is our lead development candidate, which has demonstrated nanomolar potency in both binding and cellular assays and is highly selective for STAT6 versus other STATs. EPS-3903 results in a rapid, continuous and complete (>90%) inhibition of phosphorylated STAT6 after oral dosing in mice. Importantly, EPS-3903 shows in vivo efficacy comparable to dupilumab, or an anti-mouse IL-4/IL-13 antibody, in multiple disease models of asthma (ovalbumin, house dust mite) and AD (MC903). EPS-3903 displays favorable in vitro and in vivo ADME properties, supportive of once-daily dosing potential. We are currently performing scale-up and Investigational New Drug application, or IND, enabling activities and are on track to file an IND in the second half of 2026. 
In January 2026, we announced a preclinical program targeting MRGPRX2, a GPCR expressed predominantly on mast cells, for the treatment of type 2 immune driven diseases. MRGPRX2 inhibitors act through non-depleting mast cell modulation, including IgE-independent pathways, and may have the potential to address multiple chronic inflammatory diseases, including atopic dermatitis, asthma, prurigo nodularis and others, with strong efficacy and a best-in-disease safety profile as well as potential in migraine. Currently, our prototype inhibitors demonstrate MRGPRX2 inhibition with nanomolar potency (EC50 of 1-2nM) in cellular assays and prevent skin mast cell activation in humanized MRGPRX2 mouse models. Further, our prototype inhibitors show potent activity across multiple MRGPRX2 agonists, with high selectivity for MRGPRX2 versus other GPCRs. These prototypes also demonstrate favorable in vitro and in vivo ADME properties, supportive of once-daily dosing potential. We are continuing to evaluate multiple compounds in preclinical studies and expect to select a development candidate in the second half of 2026. 
Recent Developments 
Advancement of Zelicapavir Clinical Development Program for the Treatment of RSV 
On June 18, 2026, Enanta announced the advancement of its zelicapavir clinical development program for the treatment of RSV, following a successful End-of-Phase 2 meeting with the FDA. Enanta also announced plans to initiate a Phase 2b clinical trial of zelicapavir in pediatric patients with RSV. The Company estimates a global market opportunity of over $2 billion for an oral RSV antiviral for children and all high-risk adults, with a potential total addressable population of greater than 3 million patients in the United States. Estimates indicate that RSV leads to up to 6.8 million outpatient visits, approximately 370,000 hospitalizations, and up to 24,000 deaths in the United States annually. Additionally, the Company believes that the recent FDA approval of combination self-tests capable of detecting RSV, influenza and COVID-19 may further expand the addressable patient population by increasing RSV diagnosis rates and enabling a test-to-treat model for zelicapavir. 
The Phase 2b/3 randomized, double-blind, placebo-controlled, multicenter global trial will evaluate the efficacy and safety of zelicapavir in adult outpatients who test positive for RSV and have had respiratory tract infection symptoms for no more than 3 days. Patients will have at least one of the following risk factors: 75 years of age or older, COPD, or congestive heart failure (CHF) (together, the “HR3 population”). These risk factors are the same as the HR3 population in the Company’s previous Phase 2 RSVHR trial where a one-week reduction in time to complete resolution of symptoms and a reduction in hospitalization was observed. Patients will receive an oral dose of 800mg of zelicapavir or placebo once daily for 7 days and be evaluated for 28 days thereafter. The primary endpoint is the time to complete resolution of all 13 RSV symptoms as measured by the Company’s RiiQ� tool. A key secondary endpoint will evaluate hospitalization rate, with other secondary endpoints of additional clinical efficacy measures, antiviral activity and safety of zelicapavir. The primary analysis set is the modified intent to treat population of unvaccinated patients; vaccinated patients will be capped at 10% of enrolled patients and will be included in a separate supportive intent to treat analysis. The Phase 2b portion of the 
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study will include a minimum of 200 patients and is designed to confirm the primary endpoint and treatment effect size in the targeted population with the optimized dosing duration and will further support the Phase 3 portion of approximately 660 patients. The Company expects to initiate this study in the fourth quarter of 2026, with data from the Phase 2b portion targeted for 2027. 
The Phase 2b, double-blind, placebo-controlled, multicenter trial in pediatric patients is designed to evaluate the efficacy and safety of zelicapavir in hospitalized and non-hospitalized children with up to 72 hours of respiratory tract infection symptoms who test positive for RSV. Approximately 150 participants, from 28 days to 36 months of age, will receive 5mg/kg (for participants less than 12 months old) or 7.5 mg/kg (for participants 12 months of age or older) of zelicapavir or placebo once daily for 7 days and be evaluated for 28 days thereafter. The primary endpoint is the time to complete resolution of clinical signs of RSV as measured by the RESOLVE-P clinical scoring scale. Secondary endpoints will evaluate additional clinical efficacy measures, antiviral activity, and safety of zelicapavir. The trial is being conducted in Thailand in collaboration with the Penta Foundation and the AMS PHPT Research Unit at Chiang Mai University. The Company expects to initiate this Phase 2b study in the third quarter of 2026 with topline data targeted for 2027.

Glecaprevir is co-formulated as part of AbbVie’s leading brand of direct-acting antiviral, or DAA, combination treatment for HCV, which has been marketed under the tradenames MAVYRET® (U.S.) and MAVIRET® (ex-U.S.) (glecaprevir/pibrentasvir) since 2017 for the treatment of chronic HCV. MAVYRET® was also approved as the first and only treatment for acute HCV infection in June 2025. 
Our active development programs in virology are focused on respiratory syncytial virus, or RSV, the most common cause of bronchiolitis and pneumonia and a leading cause of U.S. hospitalization in young children, and a significant cause of respiratory illness in older adults. Populations at high risk for severe RSV infection include infants and young children, adults older than 65 years of age, and those with comorbidities such as chronic heart or lung disease. Recent CDC estimates suggest a significant RSV burden in the U.S., with up to 6.5 million outpatient visits, 350,000 hospitalizations and 23,000 deaths annually. 
We also have clinical-stage programs in virology for SARS-CoV-2, the virus that causes COVID-19, and Hepatitis B virus, or HBV, the most prevalent chronic hepatitis. 
Immunology: 
In immunology, we are designing and developing highly potent and selective, oral small molecule inhibitors for the treatment of type 2 inflammatory disease by targeting key mechanisms of the immune response. An overactive response is a primary driver of a number of inflammatory diseases for which there is an enduring unmet need including atopic dermatitis, or AD, urticarias, asthma, prurigo nodularis, or PN, chronic rhinosinusitis with nasal polyps, or CRSwNP, as well as some forms of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, or COPD, and other conditions. Based on industry reports, by 2030 the market is projected to be approximately $5 billion for urticaria, $30 billion for AD and $35 billion for the combined market of asthma, COPD, CRSwNP, and PN. 
Our initial immunology targets involve the following mechanisms of immune response:

These mechanisms are implicated, along with others, in several diseases, and it is not uncommon for an efficacious treatment for one disease to be tested and approved for other immunology indications. In addition, these mechanisms are orthogonal approaches that may provide additive or complementary benefit if used in combination. We currently plan to focus our initial immunology drug development, proof-of-concept efforts on the following disease indications:

General 
Our Certificate of Incorporation authorizes us to issue up to 100,000,000 shares of common stock, par value $0.01 per share, and 4,999,989 shares of preferred stock, par value $0.01 per share, of which 1,999,989 shares are designated Series 1 Nonconvertible Preferred Stock and 3,000,000 shares of preferred stock are undesignated. As of February 5, 2026, 29,019,344 shares of common stock, 1,930,585 shares of Series 1 Nonconvertible Preferred Stock and no other shares of preferred stock were issued and outstanding. 
Common Stock 
Holders of common stock are entitled to one vote for each share held of record on all matters submitted to a vote of the stockholders, and do not have cumulative voting rights. Subject to preferences that may be applicable to any then outstanding preferred stock, holders of common stock are entitled to receive dividends, if any, as and when declared by our board of directors. All outstanding shares of common stock are fully paid and nonassessable. Holders of common stock have no preemptive, conversion or subscription rights, and there are no redemption or sinking fund provisions applicable to the common stock. The rights, preferences and privileges of the holders of common stock are subject to, and may be adversely affected by, the rights of the holders of shares of any series of preferred stock, including the Series 1 Nonconvertible Preferred Stock and any preferred stock which we may designate in the future. In the event of any liquidation, dissolution or winding-up of our affairs, holders of common stock will be entitled to share ratably in our assets that are remaining after payment or provision for payment of all of our debts and obligations and after liquidation payments to holders of outstanding shares of preferred stock, if any. 
Preferred Stock 
Series 1 Nonconvertible Preferred Stock. 
The Series 1 Nonconvertible Preferred Stock was designed to provide a specified return to investors in a 2010 financing before we became a public company. In the event of any liquidation, dissolution or winding up of the affairs of the company, or a merger, a sale of shares representing majority voting power, or a sale of substantially all the assets of the company, referred to as a “Deemed Liquidation Event”, the Series 1 Nonconvertible Preferred Stock will have priority over the holders of common stock and any other series of stock that we may designate in the future, and shall be entitled to $1.00 per share to be paid first out of any assets of the company available for distribution. Holders of Series 1 Nonconvertible Preferred Stock are not entitled to receive notice of, to attend, or to vote at any meeting of the stockholders. In any case in which the General Corporation Law of the State of Delaware requires that holders of Series 1 Nonconvertible Preferred Stock be entitled to vote at any meeting of stockholders, such holders will be entitled to vote as a class, separately from any other class or series of capital stock and will be entitled to one vote per share. All outstanding shares of Series 1 Nonconvertible Preferred Stock are fully paid and nonassessable. With the approval of a majority of the outstanding shares of the Series 1 Nonconvertible Preferred Stock, we may call for redemption shares of Series 1 Nonconvertible Preferred Stock at a cash redemption price equal to $1.00 per share. Holders of Series 1 Nonconvertible Preferred Stock have no preemptive, conversion or subscription rights, and there are no sinking fund provisions applicable to the Series 1 Nonconvertible Preferred Stock. 
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Undesignated Preferred Stock. 
Under our Certificate of Incorporation, our board of directors has the authority, without further action by the stockholders, to issue up to 3,000,000 shares of preferred stock in one or more series, to establish from time to time the number of shares to be included in each such series, to fix the rights, preferences and privileges of the shares of each wholly unissued series and any qualifications, limitations or restrictions thereon, and to increase or decrease the number of shares of any such series, but not below the number of shares of such series then outstanding. 
Terms of any series of preferred stock will be described in the prospectus supplement relating to that series of preferred stock and in any related free writing prospectus that we may authorize to be distributed to purchasers. The terms of any series of preferred stock may differ from the terms described below. Certain terms of the preferred stock described below are incomplete. 
Our board of directors may establish the number of shares to be included in each such series and may fix the designations, preferences, powers and other rights of the shares of a series of preferred stock. Our board of directors could authorize the issuance of preferred stock with voting or conversion rights that could dilute the voting power or rights of the holders of common stock. The issuance of preferred stock, while providing flexibility in connection with possible acquisitions and other corporate purposes, could, among other things, have the effect of delaying, deferring or preventing a change in control of Enanta and might harm the market price of our common stock.

Anti-Takeover Effects of Provisions of our Certificate of Incorporation, our Bylaws and Delaware Law 
Some provisions of Delaware law, our Certificate of Incorporation and our Bylaws contain provisions that could make the following transactions more difficult: acquisition of us by means of a tender offer; acquisition of 
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us by means of a proxy contest or otherwise; or removal of our incumbent officers and directors. It is possible that these provisions could make it more difficult to accomplish or could deter transactions that stockholders may otherwise consider to be in their best interest or in our best interests, including transactions that might result in a premium over the market price for our shares. 
These provisions, summarized below, are expected to discourage coercive takeover practices and inadequate takeover bids. These provisions are also designed to encourage persons seeking to acquire control of us to first negotiate with our board of directors. We believe that the benefits of increased protection of our potential ability to negotiate with the proponent of an unfriendly or unsolicited proposal to acquire or restructure us outweigh the disadvantages of discouraging these proposals because negotiation of these proposals could result in an improvement of their terms. 
Undesignated Preferred Stock 
The ability to authorize undesignated preferred stock makes it possible for our board of directors to issue preferred stock with voting or other rights or preferences that could impede the success of any attempt to change control of us. These and other provisions may have the effect of deterring hostile takeovers or delaying changes in control or management of our company. 
Stockholder Meetings 
Our charter documents provide that a special meeting of stockholders may be called only by the chairman of our board of directors, our Chief Executive Officer, or our board of directors. 
Requirements for Advance Notification of Stockholder Nominations and Proposals 
Our Bylaws establish advance notice procedures with respect to stockholder proposals and the nomination of candidates for election as directors, other than nominations made by or at the direction of the board of directors or a committee of the board of directors. 
Elimination of Stockholder Action by Written Consent 
Our Certificate of Incorporation eliminates the right of stockholders to act by written consent without a meeting. 
Anti-Takeover Provisions 
We are subject to Section 203 of the Delaware General Corporation Law. Subject to certain exceptions, Section 203 prevents a publicly held Delaware corporation from engaging in a “business combination” with any “interested stockholder” for three years following the date that the person became an interested stockholder, unless the interested stockholder attained such status with the approval of our board of directors or unless the business combination is approved in a prescribed manner. A “business combination” includes, among other things, a merger or consolidation involving us and the “interested stockholder” and the sale of more than 10% of our assets. In general, an “interested stockholder” is any entity or person beneficially owning 15% or more of our outstanding voting stock and any entity or person affiliated with or controlling or controlled by such entity or person. 
Staggered Board; Removal of Directors 
Our Certificate of Incorporation and our Bylaws divide our board of directors into three classes with staggered three-year terms. In addition, a director may be removed only for cause and only by the affirmative vote of the holders of at least 66 2/3% of the votes that all our stockholders would be entitled to cast in an annual election of directors. Any vacancy on our board of directors, including a vacancy resulting from an enlargement of our board of directors, may be filled only by vote of a majority of our directors then in office. 
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The classification of our board of directors and the limitations on the removal of directors and filling of vacancies could make it more difficult for a third party to acquire, or discourage a third party from seeking to acquire, control of our company. 
Super-Majority Voting 
The Delaware General Corporation Law provides generally that the affirmative vote of a majority of the shares entitled to vote on any matter is required to amend a corporation’s certificate of incorporation or bylaws, unless a corporation’s certificate of incorporation or bylaws, as the case may be, requires a greater percentage. Our Bylaws may be amended or repealed by a majority vote of our board of directors or the affirmative vote of the holders of at least 66 2/3% of the votes that all our stockholders would be entitled to cast in an annual election of directors. In addition, the affirmative vote of the holders of at least 66 2/3% of the votes which all our stockholders would be entitled to cast in an election of directors is required to amend or repeal or to adopt any provisions inconsistent with any of the provisions of our Certificate of Incorporation described in this paragraph and under the heading “Staggered Board; Removal of Directors” above. 
Authorized But Unissued Shares 
The authorized but unissued shares of common stock and preferred stock are available for future issuance without stockholder approval, subject to any limitations imposed by the listing standards of The Nasdaq Global Select Market. These additional shares may be used for a variety of corporate finance transactions, acquisitions and employee benefit plans. The existence of authorized but unissued and unreserved common stock and preferred stock could make more difficult or discourage an attempt to obtain control of us by means of a proxy contest, tender offer, merger or otherwise.

General 
Each debt security, warrant, and unit will be represented either by a certificate issued in definitive form to a particular purchaser or by one or more global securities representing the entire issuance of securities. Unless the applicable prospectus supplement, information incorporated by reference or free writing prospectus provides otherwise, certificated securities in definitive form and global securities will be issued in registered form. Definitive securities name you or your nominee as the owner of the security, and in order to transfer or exchange these securities or to receive payments other than interest or other interim payments, you or your nominee must physically deliver the securities to the trustee, registrar, paying agent or other agent, as applicable. Global securities name a depositary or its nominee as the owner of the debt securities, warrants or units represented by these global securities. The depositary maintains a computerized system that will reflect each purchaser’s beneficial ownership of the securities through an account maintained by the purchaser with its broker/dealer, bank, trust company or other representative, as we explain more fully below. 
Registered Global Securities 
We may issue the registered debt securities, warrants or units in the form of one or more fully registered global securities, bearing all applicable legends, to be deposited with and registered in the name of a depositary or its nominee identified in the applicable prospectus supplement, information incorporated by reference or free writing prospectus. In those cases, one or more registered global securities will be issued in a denomination or aggregate denominations equal to the portion of the aggregate principal or face amount of the securities to be represented by registered global securities. Unless and until it is exchanged in whole for certificated securities in definitive registered form, a registered global security may not be transferred except as a whole by and among the depositary for the registered global security, the nominees of the depositary or any successors of the depositary or those nominees. 
If not described below, any specific terms of the depositary arrangement with respect to any securities to be represented by a registered global security will be described in the prospectus supplement, information incorporated by reference or free writing prospectus relating to those securities. We anticipate that the following provisions will apply to all depositary arrangements. 
Ownership of beneficial interests in a registered global security will be limited to persons, called participants, that have accounts with the depositary or persons that may hold interests through participants. Upon the issuance of a registered global security, the depositary will credit, on its book-entry registration and transfer system, the participants’ global accounts with the respective principal or face amounts of the securities beneficially owned by the participants. Any dealers, underwriters or agents participating in the distribution of the securities will designate the accounts to be credited. Ownership of beneficial interests in a registered global security will be shown on, and the transfer of ownership interests will be effected only through, records maintained by the depositary, with respect to interests of participants, and on the records of participants, with respect to interests of persons holding through participants. The laws of some jurisdictions may require that some purchasers of securities take physical delivery of these securities in definitive form. These laws may impair such purchasers’ global abilities to own, transfer or pledge beneficial interests in registered global securities. 
So long as the depositary, or its nominee, is the registered owner of a registered global security, that depositary or its nominee, as the case may be, will be considered the sole owner or holder of the securities represented by the registered global security for all purposes under the applicable indenture, warrant agreement or unit agreement. Except as described below, owners of beneficial interests in a registered global security will not be entitled to have the securities represented by the registered global security registered in their names, will not receive or be entitled to receive physical delivery of the securities in definitive form and will not be considered the owners or holders of the securities under the applicable indenture, warrant agreement or unit 
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agreement. Accordingly, each person owning a beneficial interest in a registered global security must rely on the procedures of the depositary for that registered global security and, if that person is not a participant, on the procedures of the participant through which the person owns its interest, to exercise any rights of a holder under the applicable indenture, warrant agreement or unit agreement. These procedures may change from time to time. We understand that, under existing industry practices, if we request any action of holders or if an owner of a beneficial interest in a registered global security desires to give or take any action that a holder is entitled to give or take under the applicable indenture, warrant agreement or unit agreement, the depositary for the registered global security would authorize the participants holding the relevant beneficial interests to give or take that action, and the participants would authorize beneficial owners owning through them to give or take that action or would otherwise act upon the instructions of beneficial owners holding through them. 
Principal, premium, if any, on and interest payments on debt securities, and any payments to holders with respect to warrants or units, represented by a registered global security registered in the name of a depositary or its nominee will be made to the depositary or its nominee, as the case may be, as the registered owner of the registered global security. None of us, the trustees, the warrant agents, the unit agents or any other agent of ours, agent of the trustees or agent of the warrant agents or the unit agents will have any responsibility or liability for any aspect of the records relating to payments made on account of beneficial ownership interests in the registered global security or for maintaining, supervising or reviewing any records relating to those beneficial ownership interests. 
We expect that the depositary for any of the securities represented by a registered global security, upon receipt of any payment of principal, premium, interest or other distribution of underlying securities or other property to holders on that registered global security, will immediately credit participants’ accounts in amounts proportionate to their respective beneficial interests in that registered global security as shown on the records of the depositary. We also expect that payments by participants to owners of beneficial interests in a registered global security held through participants will be governed by standing customer instructions and customary practices, as is now the case with the securities held for the accounts of customers or registered in “street name,” and will be the responsibility of those participants. 
If the depositary for any of the securities represented by a registered global security is at any time unwilling or unable to continue as depositary or ceases to be qualified to serve as a depositary, and a qualified successor depositary is not appointed by us within 90 days, we will issue certificated securities in definitive form in exchange for the registered global security that had been held by the depositary. Any securities issued in definitive form in exchange for a registered global security will be registered in the name or names that the depositary gives to the relevant trustee, warrant agent or unit agent or other relevant agent of ours or theirs. It is expected that the depositary’s instructions will be based upon directions received by the depositary from participants with respect to ownership of beneficial interests in the registered global security that had been held by the depositary.

We may engage in at-the-market offerings into an existing trading market in accordance with Rule 415(a)(4). Such offering may be made into an existing trading market for such securities in transactions at other than a fixed price on or through the facilities of the Nasdaq Global Select Market or any other securities exchange or quotation or trading service on which such securities may be listed, quoted or traded at the time of sale. Any at-the-market offering will be through an underwriter or underwriters acting as principal or agent for us. We may engage in block transactions on any stock exchange or other market where the securities may be traded. 
Sale Through Underwriters or Dealers 
If underwriters are used in the sale, the underwriters will acquire the securities for their own account, including through underwriting, purchase, security lending or repurchase agreements with us. The underwriters may resell the securities from time to time in one or more transactions, including negotiated transactions. Underwriters may sell the securities in order to facilitate transactions in any of our other securities (described in this prospectus or otherwise), including other public or private transactions and short sales. Underwriters may offer securities to the public either through underwriting syndicates represented by one or more managing underwriters or directly by one or more firms acting as underwriters. Unless otherwise indicated in the applicable prospectus supplement, information incorporated by reference or free writing prospectus, the obligations of the underwriters to purchase the securities will be subject to certain conditions, and the underwriters will be obligated to purchase all the offered securities if they purchase any of them (other than securities that they may have the option to purchase). The underwriters may change from time to time any initial public offering price and any discounts or concessions allowed or reallowed or paid to dealers. Underwriters may be deemed to have received compensation from us in the form of underwriting discounts or commissions and may also receive commissions from purchasers for whom they may act as agent. 
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Underwriters may sell our securities to or through dealers. These dealers may receive compensation in the form of discounts, commissions or concessions from the underwriters and/or commissions from the purchasers for whom they may act as agent. Any offering price and any discounts or concessions allowed or reallowed or paid to dealers may be changed from time to time. 
If dealers are used in the sale of securities offered through this prospectus, we may sell the securities to them as principals. They may then resell those securities to the public at varying prices determined by the dealers at the time of resale. Dealers engaged by us may allow other dealers to participate in resales. The applicable prospectus supplement, information incorporated by reference or free writing prospectus will include the names of the dealers and the terms of the transaction. 
In connection with offerings made through underwriters or agents, we may enter into agreements with such underwriters or agents pursuant to which we receive our outstanding securities in consideration for the securities being offered to the public for cash. In connection with these arrangements, the underwriters or agents may also sell securities covered by this prospectus to hedge their positions in these outstanding securities, including in short sale transactions. If so, the underwriters or agents may use the securities received from us under these arrangements to close out any related open borrowings of securities. 
Underwriters, dealers and agents that participate in the distribution of our securities may be deemed to be underwriters as defined in the Securities Act, and any discounts or commissions they receive from us, as well as any profit on their resale of our securities, may be treated as underwriting compensation under the Securities Act. 
Under the securities laws of some states, the securities offered by this prospectus may be sold in those states only through registered or licensed brokers or dealers. 
Direct Sales and Sales Through Agents 
We may sell the securities offered through this prospectus directly. In this case, no underwriters or agents would be involved. Such securities may also be sold through agents designated from time to time. The applicable prospectus supplement, information incorporated by reference or free writing prospectus will name any agent involved in the offer or sale of the offered securities and will describe any commissions payable to the agent. Unless otherwise indicated in the applicable prospectus supplement, information incorporated by reference or free writing prospectus, any agent will agree to use its reasonable best efforts to solicit purchases for the period of its appointment. 
We may sell the securities directly to institutional investors or others who may be deemed to be underwriters within the meaning of the Securities Act with respect to any sale of those securities. The terms of any such sales will be described in the prospectus supplement, information incorporated by reference or free writing prospectus. 
Delayed Delivery Contracts 
If the prospectus supplement, information incorporated by reference or free writing prospectus indicates, we may authorize agents, underwriters or dealers to solicit offers from certain types of institutions to purchase securities at the public offering price under delayed delivery contracts. These contracts would provide for payment and delivery on a specified date in the future. The contracts would be subject only to those conditions described in the prospectus supplement, information incorporated by reference or free writing prospectus. The applicable prospectus supplement, information incorporated by reference or free writing prospectus will describe the commission payable for solicitation of those contracts. 
Market Making, Stabilization and Other Transactions 
Unless the applicable prospectus supplement, information incorporated by reference or free writing prospectus states otherwise, each series of offered securities, other than common stock, will be a new issue and 
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will have no established trading market. We may elect to list any series of offered securities on an exchange. Any underwriters that we use in the sale of offered securities may make a market in such securities but may discontinue such market making at any time without notice. Therefore, we cannot assure you that the securities will have a liquid trading market. 
In connection with an offering, an underwriter may purchase and sell securities in the open market. These transactions may include short sales, stabilizing transactions and purchases to cover positions created by short sales. Short sales involve the sale by the underwriters of a greater number of securities than they are required to purchase in the offering. “Covered” short sales are sales made in an amount not greater than the underwriters’ option to purchase additional securities from us, if any, in the offering. If the underwriters have an option to purchase additional securities from us, the underwriters may close out any covered short position by either exercising their option to purchase additional securities or purchasing securities in the open market. In determining the source of securities to close out the covered short position, the underwriters may consider, among other things, the price of securities available for purchase in the open market as compared to the price at which they may purchase securities through the option to purchase additional securities. “Naked” short sales are any sales in excess of such option or where the underwriters do not have an option to purchase additional securities. The underwriters must close out any naked short position by purchasing securities in the open market. A naked short position is more likely to be created if the underwriters are concerned that there may be downward pressure on the price of the securities in the open market after pricing that could adversely affect investors who purchase in the offering. 
Accordingly, to cover these short sales positions or to otherwise stabilize or maintain the price of the securities, the underwriters may bid for or purchase securities in the open market and may impose penalty bids. If penalty bids are imposed, selling concessions allowed to syndicate members or other broker-dealers participating in the offering are reclaimed if securities previously distributed in the offering are repurchased, whether in connection with stabilization transactions or otherwise. The effect of these transactions may be to stabilize or maintain the market price of the securities at a level above that which might otherwise prevail in the open market. The impositions of a penalty bid may also affect the price of the securities to the extent that it discourages resale of the securities. The magnitude or effect of any stabilization or other transactions is uncertain. These transactions may be effected on the Nasdaq Global Select Market or otherwise and, if commenced, may be discontinued at any time. 
Under Rule 15c6-1 of the Exchange Act, trades in the secondary market generally are required to settle in one business day (except for offerings priced after 4:30 p.m. Eastern Time, which may settle on the second business day after the trade date), unless the parties to any such trade expressly agree otherwise at the time of the transaction. The applicable prospectus supplement may provide that the original issue date for your securities will be more than one scheduled business day after the trade date for your securities. Accordingly, in such a case, if you wish to trade securities on any date prior to the business day immediately preceding the original issue date for your securities, you will be required, by virtue of the fact that your securities initially are expected to settle in more than one scheduled business day after the trade date for your securities, to make alternative settlement arrangements at the time of trade to prevent a failed settlement. 
Derivative Transactions and Hedging 
We, the underwriters or other agents may engage in derivative transactions involving the securities. These derivatives may consist of short sale transactions and other hedging activities. The underwriters or agents may acquire a long or short position in the securities, hold or resell securities acquired and purchase options or futures on the securities and other derivative instruments with returns linked to or related to changes in the price of the securities. In order to facilitate these derivative transactions, we may enter into security lending or repurchase agreements with the underwriters or agents. The underwriters or agents may effect the derivative transactions through sales of the securities to the public, including short sales, or by lending the securities in order to facilitate short sale transactions by others. The underwriters or agents may also use the securities purchased or borrowed 
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from us or others (or, in the case of derivatives, securities received from us in settlement of those derivatives) to directly or indirectly settle sales of the securities or close out any related open borrowings of the securities. 
Passive Market Making 
Any underwriters who are qualified market makers on the Nasdaq Global Select Market may engage in passive market-making transactions in our securities on the Nasdaq Global Select Market in accordance with Rule 103 of Regulation M before the commencement of offers or sales of the securities. Passive market makers must comply with applicable volume and price limitations and must be identified as passive market makers. In general, a passive market maker must display its bid at a price not in excess of the highest independent bid for such security; if all independent bids are lowered below the passive market maker’s bid, however, the passive market maker’s bid must then be lowered when certain purchase limits are exceeded. Passive market making may stabilize the market price of the securities at a level above that which might otherwise prevail in the open market and, if commenced, may be discontinued at any time. 
Electronic Auctions 
We may also make sales through the Internet or through other electronic means. Since we may from time to time elect to offer securities directly to the public, with or without the involvement of agents, underwriters or dealers, utilizing the Internet or other forms of electronic bidding or ordering systems for the pricing and allocation of such securities, you will want to pay particular attention to the description of that system we will provide in a prospectus supplement, information incorporated by reference or free writing prospectus. 
Such electronic system may allow bidders to directly participate, through electronic access to an auction site, by submitting conditional offers to buy that are subject to acceptance by us, and which may directly affect the price or other terms and conditions at which such securities are sold. These bidding or ordering systems may present to each bidder, on a so-called “real-time” basis, relevant information to assist in making a bid, such as the clearing spread at which the offering would be sold, based on the bids submitted, and whether a bidder’s individual bids would be accepted, prorated or rejected. For example, in the case of debt security, the clearing spread could be indicated as a number of “basis points” above an index treasury note. Of course, many pricing methods can and may also be used. 
Upon completion of such an electronic auction process, securities will be allocated based on prices bid, terms of bid or other factors. The final offering price at which securities would be sold and the allocation of securities among bidders would be based in whole or in part on the results of the Internet or other electronic bidding process or auction. 
General Information 
We may agree to indemnify underwriters, dealers and agents against civil liabilities arising out of this prospectus and any applicable prospectus supplement, information incorporated by reference or free writing prospectus, including liabilities under the Securities Act, and to contribute to payments which the underwriters, dealers and agents may be required to make relating to those liabilities. 
Certain agents, underwriters and dealers, and their associates and affiliates may be customers of, have borrowing relationships with, engage in other transactions with, and/or perform services, including investment banking services, for us or one or more of our respective affiliates in the ordinary course of business.
